Referees will be appointed to this prestigious tournament based on availability and qualifications.  The highest levels of focus, knowledge and on-field abilities are expected as well as behavior on and off the field.  If you are interested in refereeing at ODP Regionals, complete the application send to Murray Boess, State Youth Referee Administrator, by Friday, December 2, 2011.  The signature on the application form can be filled in by highlighting the underlined section and typing your name.  
Applicants are expected to be available for the entire tournament; however, finals on Tuesday will only be assigned to the referees who have excelled and most often go to those with past experience.  So, if you would be a first year attendee and cannot referee on Tuesday, your application will still be considered.  Those who wish to participate in the 2012 Far West Youth Regional Championships are highly encouraged to apply for ODP.
We will be conducting training sessions at ODP Regionals to help prepare referees for the 2012 Far West Youth Regional Championships.
